SAINT JOSEPH’S COLLEGE BUILDING AND TRADES SUBDIVSION – DRAINAGE PLAN
	KEVIN SAYERS, PLS – TURNING POINT SURVEYING, INC.

	Kevin Sayers, Turning Point Surveying, Inc., presented a drainage plan for the proposed Saint Joseph’s College Building and Trades Subdivision.

	Sayers explained the drainage plan includes on-property detention which all water from the college is routed to Lake Banet in some way and is controlled by Saint Joseph’s College.   The plan, when fully built out, during a 100-year event, will only cause an increase of 0.03’ to Lake Banet.  Therefore, the impact is expected to be nearly none.

GEORGE A. HART TILE #542 – REQUEST TO WAIVE RIGHTS FROM WHITE COUNTY

	The Surveyor stated a letter had been received from the White County Surveyor, Bradley E. Ward, requesting Jasper County waive rights in regards to a reconstruction of the George A. Hart #542 county regulated tile.

	Urbano stated White County has 765.97 benefitted acres and Jasper County has 192.364 benefitted acres within the George A. Hart Tile #542 watershed.

	It was the consensus of the Jasper County Drainage Board to deny the request to waive rights in regards to the George A. Hart Tile #542 county regulated tile.  

	Urbano suggested having a joint board meeting to get the details of the George A. Hart Tile #542 reconstruction.  

	Rein Bontreger made a motion to deny waiving the rights in regards to the George A. Hart Tile reconstruction.  James Walstra seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
